The Story of Coca-Cola

The Coca-Cola company started about 110 years ago as a snglificesnt one-man
business. Since then, it has grown into one of the largest companiég wotld.
Coca-Cola was invented by Dr. John Pemberton, an Atlanta pharnkéEisoncocted the
formula in a brass kettle in his backyard on May 8, 1886 by mixing imeamon, coca
leaves, and the seeds of a Brazilian shrub. Coca-Cola, as hethellbeverage, made its
debut in Atlanta's largest pharmacy, Jacob's Pharmacy, &s-@efit non-carbonated drink.
Later on, the carbonated water was added to the syrup to makevérage that we know
today.



Coca-Cola was originally used as a nerve and brain tonic and aafmedtidr.
Coca-Cola was named by Frank Robinson, one of Pemberton's close fhiendso
penned the famous Coca-Cola logo in unique script. Dr. John Pembertonpsotibia of
the Coca-Cola company to Asa Candler. He was forced to sell edoawsgas in a state of
poor health and was in debt. He had paid $76.96 for advertising, but he only}5tade
in profits.

In time, Candler acquired the whole company for $2,300. Candler achiel@d a
during his time as owner of the company. On January 31, 1893, the famou€&aca
formula was patented. His great achievement was large scale bottling o€Glada-1899.
Coca-Cola was sold later to Ernest Woodruff for 25 million dollarkp Mater gave
Coca-Cola to his son Robert Woodruff.

Robert Woodruff made Coca-Cola available through vending machine2@h He
started advertising on the radio in the 1930s and on television in 1950npt#eved
efficiency at every step of the manufacturing process. Woodsdfiatreased productivity
by improving the sales department, emphasizing quality control, and begiargeescale
advertising and promotional campaigns. Woodruff made Coke available iy stede of
the Union through the soda fountain. For all of these achievementgresl éhe name,
"The Boss".

Today, Coca-Cola is one of the best-known trademarks in the world, @otdiin
about one hundred and forty countries to 5.8 hillion people in eighty diffenegdages.
This is why Coca-Cola is the largest soft drink company in thedw@bca-Cola is worth
more than 58 billion dollars on the stock market.

Idioms, proverbs, and sayings are an important part of the langundge a
culture of a society. They are often hard to understand, edpadiaims, and
harder to use correctly. However, their proper use in a languadfensa mark
of a person’s command of the language. Speech or writing without o
color and is uninteresting, but overuse or improper use makes the language
sound unnatural. It is often said that nothing marks a foreigner tharehis
unnecessary use of idioms.

Here is a story about a foreign student in America. She wasysity a
window one day reading a book. Suddenly, she heard someone shouting “Look
out!”, so she stuck her head out of the window. Just then, a heavy bbard fe
down from the above, almost hitting her on the head! She looked up, half in
anger, half in fright. There was a man on the roof doing semairs. “Didn’t
you hear me call 'Look out™? He asked. “Yes, and that's whdtd|” she
replied.

Whether true or not, the story tells us a problem with idioms. Idi@ms
almost impossible to understand from the meaning of the individualswAnd
with English idioms, even the same words may have different ngsaras in
the story. So, a student should learn not to look down upon idioms just because
they are made up of simple and easy words. (234 words)
